Grading Scale – designed to promote reflection on key areas of the provision. 
Consider the 1|2|3 format as a ladder for demonstrating progression (e.g. you may grade Term One a 1 and by the start of Term Three you may grade yourself a 3)
As your provision starts to feel established or evolves over time you may naturally feel that you have progressed through the ‘Areas’.
You may notice as children/team members settle some indicators will improve.

If you are finding yourself consistently highlighting 1s & 2s or have found that a change you have made has led to lower results; it may be time to consider changing aspects of the provision or even feeding these into supervisions to support CPD and access to Knowsley led courses e.g. Safeguarding Training

Only tick Yes for one area 1|2|3 if this is evident in your practice/provision.
