Experience One – Secure Premises
Why is this important?
Children require a safe and secure environment in order to learn and thrive. Ensuring the security of your provision reduces the risk of harm from external threats such as intruders and allows you, your team and your children to experience the provision without fear of harm. Secure premises also help parents and carer to feel confident about the safety measures and suitability of the provision they are trusting to care for their children. Education settings have a legal obligation to provide a safe environment for their teams and children with team members playing a active role in awareness, reporting and addressing safety concerns.
[image: Lock outline]The Guidance:
Premises should be safe and comfortable and promote children’s physical, mental and emotional health and wellbeing.

School security is ever changing and needs to be kept under constant review, with vulnerable areas identified and remedial actions implemented to address them.

Considerations For Next Steps
Conduct daily risk assessments and perimeter checks
Liaise regularly with you Health & Safety Lead or Site manager to discuss changes to the perimeter.
Maintain sightlines over your provision and stay in regular contact with other professionals to ensure children are visible at all times.
Review and report any breaks in your perimeter or changes to your premises that jeopardise the safety and security of the children and your team.
Familiarise yourself with a floorplan of your premises to better understand the layout and potential faults/breakages that may require additional attention during the provision.


Experience Two – Access Points
Why is this important?
Secure access points are crucial to maintaining a safe environment in educational provisions. Maintaining safe access points help to regulate who can enter the premises and prevent any unauthorised access to the provision. Monitoring procedures including visibility, information sharing and potentially reception regulated access can limit the potential impact of access points and also ensure that children are unable to gain access to these unsupervised, limiting the potential for safeguarding scenarios to develop.

Providers must ensure…They take all reasonable steps to prevent unauthorised persons entering the premises and have an agreed procedure for checking the identity of visitors.

Additional Guidance:
[image: Door Open outline]Schools are private property. People do not have an automatic right to enter. Parents have an ‘implied licence’ to come on to school premises at certain times…(however) Schools should set out their rules for this and tell parents what they are.

Considerations For Next Steps
Intercom systems at external access points to ensure you are aware of who is accessing the provision.
Ensure that the deployment of your team enables at least one member to have visibility over access points.
Have clear communication channels and processes in place to ensure time spent at access points is short, reducing the potential for incidents to take place while staff ratios are stretched during handover.
Have registers or signing in and out sheet available to monitor any incoming or outgoing staff members or visitors to avoid confusion.
Make children aware of the dangers associated with access points and make these areas clearly defined as inaccessible.

Experience Three – Accessibility
Why is this important?
Ensuring accessibility to your provision ensures that all children, families and staff; regardless of their physical, cognitive or sensory needs, are able access the provision at an equal level. Differentiation is key as reasonable adjustments can make all the difference to opening up access to some children who would otherwise feel marginalised. Accessibility can also be important for children with non-permanent disabilities or injuries so having a variety of easily implemented and adaptable measure available can ensure your provision is dynamic and capable of meeting the ever changing needs of the children and staff accessing them.
[image: Group success outline]The Guidance:
Accessibility in education refers to the practice of ensuring that all students, irrespective of their abilities or backgrounds, have equal access to educational resources, programs, and opportunities. In today’s diverse learning environments, prioritising accessibility is crucial for promoting inclusivity and providing every student with the chance to thrive academically..

Considerations For Next Steps
Where necessary make temporary or long term alterations to the provision to ensure that all children are able to access the provision equally.
Regularly reflect and audit your provision to identify potential barriers to accessibility.
Adjust the layout of your provision to suit the changing needs of children accessing it.
Provide visual time tables or cues throughout the provision to aid those with auditory impairments.
Consider the physical capabilities of your children in the planning process of new activities, resources or space design.

Experience Four – Overall Risk Assessment
Why is this important?
Risk assessments are crucial to educational provisions as they help to identify potential risks and hazards that may place you, your team and the children in your care at risk of harm. It is a legal obligation to ensure that your provision is regulated thorough risk assessments with legislation including the Health & Safety At Work Act 1974 underpinning a national commitment to safe work environments. Conducting regular risk assessments can help promote a culture of awareness and safety, instead of waiting for the next person to identify and act on a concern, this culture will encourage people to be proactive and safeguard one another.

Childminders must ensure that they take all reasonable steps to ensure that children in their care, and any assistants, are not exposed to risks and must be able to demonstrate how they are managing risks

Additional Guidance:
[image: CheckList outline]Risk assessments identify measures to control risks during school activities. Health and safety law requires the school to assess risks and put in place proportionate control measures. The law also requires it to record details of risk assessments, the measures taken to reduce these risks and expected outcomes.

Considerations For Next Steps
Work with your designated Health & Safety lead to develop personalised risk assessments that suit the needs of the Wraparound provision.
Put information handover measures into place to ensure that the team are aware of any changes to the suitability of the provision identified in risk assessments.






Experience Five – Toilet, Changing & Washing Areas
Why is this important?
Ensuring safe toilet, changing and washing areas is a core element of maintaining high standards for health and hygiene throughout your provision. Accessibility play a central role in the suitability of toileting, changing and washing facilities and so accessible toilets can ensure that every adult and child is able to access facilities without barriers. It is important to ensure a blend or safe supervision and promoting dignity and privacy for those using the facilities. Maintaining these facilities and standards can be the cornerstone to promoting wellbeing and independence across your provision allowing children to feel safe and respected as they progress through their continence journeys. 
The Guidance:
[image: Toilet outline] Schools must ensure that “a)suitable toilet and washing facilities are provided for the sole use of pupils
b) separate toilet facilities for boys and girls aged 8 years or over are provided except where the toilet facility is provided in a room that can be secured from the inside and that is intended for use by one pupil at a time ”

[image: Toilet outline]Appropriate nappy changing and personal care facilities are essential for the health and wellbeing of children and of staff.

Considerations For Next Steps
Ensure you have clear and respectful monitoring measures in place to ensure the proper and safe use of facilities during Wraparound care.
Include the locations of accessibility toilets in your planning for toilet, changing and washing facilities monitoring.
Prioritise respect and dignity for children in need of changing facilities by providing spaces away from the main areas of the provision.
Ensure regular safety and hygiene checks are conducted on toilet, changing and washing areas while also reporting any changes to these to your Health & Safety Lead


Experience Six – Medical Accommodation & Training
Why is this important?
Implementing a culture of medical accommodation is making a commitment to supporting inclusion in your provision. By making reasonable adjustments and providing relevant training for members of the team involved in the care of children with medical needs you can improve the accessibility of your provision as well as the wellbeing and belonging of those children. Having high quality, up to date training alongside well practiced procedures and well organised medical storage can reduce anxiety and allow children with conditions such as asthma or diabetes to access the provision naturally and without restriction.
[image: Needle outline]The Guidance:
Providers must have and implement a policy, and procedures, for administering medicines to children. It must include systems for obtaining information about a child’s needs for medicines, and for keeping this information up to date.

Additional Guidance:
[image: Needle outline]Medicines and devices such as asthma inhalers, blood glucose testing meters and adrenaline pens should be always readily available to children and not locked away. This is particularly important to consider when outside of school premises, e.g. on school trips.

Considerations For Next Steps
Have access to children’s individual care plans or familiarise yourself with those for children registered with your provision in case of an emergency.
Have a named team member (who must be Paediatric Frist Aid trained) who administers medication with a secondary ‘verifying’ team member to sign off administration forms.
Have a log of recorded medication administration forms, signed dated and easily accessible.




Experience Seven – Storage Of Medication
Why is this important?
Medicines, if accessed unsupervised or administered incorrectly can pose significant risks to children and your team. Safe, suitable and well organised storage of medication lays the foundation for effective medical management in your provision. Fostering a culture of responsibility and ensuring that all staff have been trained in administering medication can reduce potential risks while ensuring your team are aware of their duties with regards to prescriptions, permissions and record keeping is paramount to ensuring you meet your statutory duties.

All medication on the premises must be stored securely, and out of reach of children, at all times..

[image: First aid kit outline]To ensure the safe management of a student’s medical needs, it is important that schools uphold best practices around storing and dispensing medicine to pupils.

Considerations For Next Steps
Locate your medication storage points, particularly those pertaining to children registered with your wraparound provision.
Organise and safely store copies or know where to find copies of parental consent forms as these are compulsory to administering medication unless during exceptional circumstances whereby you would consult further legislation.


Experience Eight – Health & Safety Awareness & Training
Why is this important?
Being aware of your duties and responsibilities with regards to health and safety including training on awareness, reporting and acting on hazards and risks is paramount to protecting the physical wellbeing of all children and adults accessing your provision. It is important to make yourself, your team and visitors to the provision aware of any key procedures and equipment locations to ensure that potential risks are managed quickly and safely. Regular access to training can ensure that you and your team are up to date on any legislation changes or changes in expectations and procedures nationally.
The Guidance:
[image: Health And Safety outline]Schools must ensure that staff receive information and training about health and safety. This includes:
· how to assess risks specific for their job
· how to meet their roles and responsibilities identified within the health and safety policy

[image: Health And Safety outline]Providers must ensure that all staff receive induction training to help them understand their roles and responsibilities. Induction training must include information about emergency evacuation procedures, safeguarding, child protection, and health and safety issues

Considerations For Next Steps
Familiarise yourself with your Health & Safety lead for your setting.
Incorporate Health and Safety training into your preexisting supervision, appraisal and CPD model.
Include Health and Safety training in your induction processes for new members of the team to boost the levels of awareness through.
Have suitable signs and posters placed strategically throughout the provision to aid awareness of key risk and responsibilities.


Experience Nine & Ten – Fire Safety Procedures & Fire Safety Training
Why is this important?
Well planned out, organised fire safety procedures are crucial in educational settings; they lay the foundation for safe and effective evacuation and management potentially life threatening situations. By law it is compulsory for those working in schools to access fire safety awareness training as access to training can keep knowledge up to date and lay the foundation for a report and challenge culture in your setting. Regular drills and holding discussions with children and team members can improve confidence and competence in the event of a fire.
The Guidance:
Providers must take reasonable steps to ensure the safety of children, staff, and others on the premises in the case of fire or any other emergency. Providers must have: 
• An emergency evacuation procedure.
• Appropriate fire detection and control equipment (for example, fire alarms, smoke detectors, fire blankets and/or fire extinguishers) which is in working order. 
Fire exits must be clearly identifiable, and fire doors free of obstruction and easily opened from the inside.

[image: Fire outline]Schools are required to undertake risk assessments to identify the general fire precautions needed to safeguard the safety of occupants in case of fire, including their safe means of escape.

Considerations For Next Steps
Update you training regularly, preferably once every 3 years.
Familiarise yourself with your provisions Fire Safety procedures, key locations, evacuation points and responsibilities.
Include Fire Safety training in your preexisting supervision, appraisal and CPD model.
Include Fire Safety Awareness Training in your induction process for new members of the team.
Include children in regular fire drills in order to familiarise them with key aspects of the process and desensitise them to potential noises that may occur during an emergency.
Experience Eleven – Evacuation Procedures
Why is this important?
Clear evacuation procedures contribute to a culture of readiness withing educational settings. When emergencies occur, every second counts and so well planned evacuation procedures ensure that all children and staff are aware of how to exit your provision safely and efficiently. Reducing chaos and panic in emergency situations is key, well lit, clearly defined exit points can help streamline your procedure while well trained, named professionals can calm the situation and organise those involved.

Evacuations are about moving people outside the building to protect from a threat in the building.

[image: Walk outline]In any early years setting, the safety of children, staff and visitors is paramount. An effective Emergency Evacuation Procedure ensures that everyone can evacuate the premises quickly and safely in the event of an emergency, such as a fire, flood or another threat.

Considerations For Next Steps
Ensure key signage is clear from obstruction and visible for all accessing your provision.
Conduct regular practice drills with your team and children to familiarise them with key aspects of the process and desensitise them to potential noises that may occur during an emergency
Have evacuation cots, packs and contingencies in place to support vulnerable children following an evacuation e.g. have shock blankets, water and an emergency phone available.
Ensure all registers are kept up to date in case of an emergency.





Experience Twelve – Lockdown Procedures
Why is this important?
The prevalence of lockdown procedures nationally has risen in response to the devastating Southport Incident 2024. While evacuation procedures are designed to protect children from escalating internal threats, effective lockdown procedures are designed to protect children and staff from external threats to the provision. Structural responses including closable shutters and lockable doors are primary responses while ensuring you have backup lockdown rooms or areas where you can retreat to in the event of an incident can prove life saving. 
[image: Door Closed outline]The Guidance:
In the event of an incident, ‘lockdown’ of a building or buildings is an emergency procedure to secure and protect occupants near an immediate threat.

[image: Door Closed outline]A lockdown is about locking or barricading a room’s doors and windows to delay or deter someone intending to cause harm from getting into an area. You should consider in advance to what extent you might be able to lock or barricade classrooms and other spaces in your setting during an incident, and whether additional door jamming, or lockdown devices are needed..

Considerations For Next Steps
Make yourself and your team of the key aspects of your Lockdown procedure.
Conduct regular drills with your team and children to ensure they understand the difference between key alarm sounds, and the evacuation procedure.
Conduct regular checks on alarm equipment, access points and shutters to ensure suitability during a Lockdown situation.





Experience Thirteen – Electrical Safety
Why is this important?
Children are naturally curious and do not always understand the dangers of electrical equipment in educational provisions. Teaching children about these dangers can reduce the risk of improper use, electric shocks or even burns. Regularly reviewing your electrical equipment as well as sockets, wires and cords is key as neglect of these may lead to exposure and increased risk of harm. Regular PAT testing and including electrical safety in your risk assessment processes can continue to ensure the integrity and safety of equipment as well as effective response should this change.
The Guidance:
[image: Lightning bolt outline]Maintaining a safe nursery environment should be the single most important thing that you do when thinking about fire safety. 
Think about where you keep items within your nursery. Is bedding stored near sources of heat or too close to electric outlets? How many electrical items do you have plugged into electrical sockets; are they overloaded? Is your tumble dryer filter full of lint? Good housekeeping is an essential part of fire prevention management..

[image: Lightning bolt outline]All electrical equipment, fittings and installations should be inspected by a qualified person on a regular basis but teachers should conduct a visual check for any obvious faults, e.g. bare wires, frayed cables, signs of overheating or burning before use.

Considerations For Next Steps
Conduct regular visual and physical checks on electrical equipment to ensure that wires, cords and plug sockets are not damaged or have the potential to harm.
Ensure regular PAT testing takes place and have reports available to review the suitability of the resources provided.
Where necessary, remove old or damaged equipment to limit the risk of harm.
Include electrical safety in your daily risk assessment of the provision.
Conduct electrical risk assessments on new resources prior to adding them to the provision

Experience Fourteen – Acoustics
Why is this important?
While often overlooked, the acoustics of a provision play a crucial role in the suitability of the space available to children and adults alike. The impact of sound pollution or poor acoustics can be felt through many aspects of the provision including the ability to converse with children, organise evacuations, support wellbeing and effectively manage behaviour. Oversaturation of noise can reduce concentration, disrupt the emotions of children and make organising your provision more challenging.
[image: Volume outline]The Guidance:
Each room or other space in a school building shall be designed and constructed in such a way that it has the acoustic conditions and the insulation against disturbance by noise appropriate to its intended use.

Additional Guidance:
There has been a lot of research into excess noise and why it’s detrimental to learning. Noise has been shown to affect listening, speech production, reading, comprehension, numeracy and memory...this is especially true for younger children as the ability to separate out the voice we’re trying to listen to from other background noises is a skill which develops over time.

Considerations For Next Steps
Be mindful when deciding on a space to operate your Wraparound provision that the acoustics do not have the potential to negatively impact the children accessing it.
Make reasonable adjustments to your provision including adding soft, covered areas where children can retreat to avoid high volume play.
Consider the impact of certain activities or resources on the volume and noise pollution in your provision.




Experience Fifteen – Lighting
Why is this important?
The way a provision is lit can alter the very essence and mood of the provision overall. Understanding the impacts of differing light sources is key. Finding a blend between high intensity overhead lighting which naturally heighten energy levels and low, warm light sources as a source of calming and relaxation is important and different lighting styles will naturally impact on the way spaces are used an how effective aspects such as behaviour support may be. With lighting potentially impacting on concentration, wellbeing, the ability to read and converse, it is important to plan for this effectively.
The Guidance:
[image: Lights On outline]Lighting plays a crucial role in creating an optimal learning environment. The right lighting can enhance concentration, reduce eye strain, and increase overall student engagement. Conversely, poor lighting conditions can lead to eye fatigue, headaches, and a decrease in productivity..

Because lighting has such a significant impact on many aspects of human functioning, including eyesight, circadian rhythms, mood, and cognition, its implications on learning and classroom performance cannot be overlooked. Considerations For Next Steps
Use natural light as much as possible.
Limit the amount of high intensity lighting where possible to avoid headaches, hyperactivity and distraction.
Consider the ethos and vision of your setting when choosing the lighting for your provision. It may be necessary to utilise warm, calming lights with approaches such as Hygge.
Differentiate spaces with creative use of lighting; warm, cosier lighting for example lends itself better to reading or relaxation areas while stronger lighting may be necessary in areas where visibility is key. 



Experience Sixteen – Outdoor Safety & Risk Assessment
Why is this important?
Extending your risk assessment processes into the outdoor environment should be a natural part of your premises and facilities management. Your outdoor spaces are more prone to sudden changes in suitability with aspects such as weather or thrown objects by the public posing potential risks of harm that previously didn’t exist. Child involvement is key to maintaining and assessing risks in the outdoor environment while regular monitoring of equipment can ensure that it continues to be fit for purpose.

Providers must ensure that their premises, including overall floor space and outdoor spaces, are fit for purpose and suitable for the age of children cared for and the activities provided on the premises..

School grounds can offer a rich learning environment, extending and deepening what can be taught indoors. School grounds are also a place of play – the foremost way in which children engage and learn about the world around them. As our children spend more time being sedentary, indoors and alone, the opportunities to socialise, be active and engage with nature have never been more important.

Considerations For Next Steps
Be aware of the different challenges the outdoor provision poses and prioritise daily checks of the outdoor space to ensure weather and thrown objects haven’t altered it suitability overnight.
Include children in your risk assessment processes to give them a better understanding of the potential risk and more ownership of their outdoor space.





Experience Seventeen – Access To Water
Why is this important?
It is your duty to ensure that all children accessing your provision have regular access to safe, clean drinking water. Hydration is naturally linked to higher cognition while dehydration can impact concentration, memory and attention. It may be necessary to include regular hydration breaks as children may become over involved in certain activities and require prompting to stay hydrated.

Access to water is a fundamental human right and necessary for
good health. Schools can encourage consumption of water by…
• 	 permitting access to drinking water when required;
• 	 ensuring it is accessible to all.

Considerations For Next Steps
Ensure that your provision is planned in a way that allows for the natural access of drinking water for all children accessing it.
Where necessary, work with parents and professionals to provide alternatives to children who may need them.
Encourage regular rest/drinking breaks as children may not always be aware of dehydration when wrapped up in activities or play.




Experience Eighteen – Storage
Why is this important?
Safe and suitable storage facilities are key to ensuring you and your children are able to access and rotate resources through your provision without risk of harm. While often overlooked as an aspect of health and safety, storage areas potentially pose risks of tripping, injuring or falling objects. Ensuring supervised access and potentially limited access to storage areas can reduce the risk to children while regular training is aspects such as manual handling can ensure that you and your team are safe when organising or storing resources and materials.
[image: Box outline]The Guidance:
You need to assess the risks posed by storing goods and materials and take steps to reduce them. You should consider the hazards and risks caused by storing goods and materials as part of your overall health, safety and environmental risk assessment. You also need to look at how storing materials affects the fire risks faced by your business.

Considerations For Next Steps
Conduct risk assessments on your storage areas to ensure they are safe for access.
Monitor or lock any storage areas with access from your provision to limit unauthorised access to children or visitors.
Be mindful of risks and take extra effort to ensure that all resources and equipment are stored properly to safeguard the next person accessing the storage area.
For outdoor storage, ensure that it is kept locked overnight to prevent theft or damages.
